3. Participants must supply their own art materials. 
4. It is important that you DO NOT mark the front of the image with your name or any 

identifying signature. 
5. Entries should be clearly labelled on the back with your name, address and telephone 

number.

8. Entries should NOT be larger than 76cm x 60cm. 
9. Only entries bearing the official stamp of the GIBRALTAR HERITAGE TRUST will be 

considered. 
10. The GIBRALTAR HERITAGE TRUST does not hold itself responsible for any accident, 

damage to or loss of property that may be incurred by any participant. 
11. Participants must ensure that they cause no damage whatsoever to the site. 
12. Completed entries should be handed in at the Trust Offices at 13 John Mackintosh 

Square by 5.00pm on the day.  No entries will be accepted after this time. 
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13. Images of the entered piece must not be posted on any Social Media sites e.g., 
Facebook, until the entries have been judged and the exhibition of entries is open to 
the general public.
